As is required for owning property in this gated community there are certain requirements and 
regulations that are incumbent upon you.  We urge you to familiarize yourself with the 
following documents obtainable either at the office or on our website:

4) Franklin County Water District Rules and Regulations 

Being familiar with these documents will enhance your understanding of how Tall Tree 
functions and what expectations you may have of us. 

Please approach the Property Manager or any Board member with any questions or 
concerns you may have. 

In addition, our website is full of information such as Club House use and rental, swimming 
pool use, boat trailer storage, construction permitting and fees, etc.   

Our monthly Board meetings are scheduled for the second Tuesday of each month at 5:30 
PM in the Club House.  All property owners are welcomed and encouraged to attend. 

Our annual meeting is the third Saturday in October. The meat and ‘fixins’ are provided by 
the POA with property owners bringing side dishes and desserts.  This is a great time to 
“meet and greet” a lot of the residents.  This is the time Board members are elected.  

There are numerous opportunities to volunteer both in our community and outside our 
community.  We encourage you to become active and engage in a worthwhile endeavor and 
to share your talents. 

Every Fourth of July we are blessed with a wonderful fireworks show here on the lake.  They 
are held at Mary King Park (south side of lake) and can be viewed from numerous points on 
the land or from your boat.  It is not uncommon to see boats resembling an armada for the 
show.  And the show is put on by one of our very own families.  It is a tradition that started 
many years ago.  It is free and donations are accepted to pay expenses.  Any remaining 



funds are donated to our South Franklin Volunteer Fire Department.  It is their most 
successful fund raiser.  

The local towns of Mt. Vernon, Mt. Pleasant, Pittsburg, Winnsboro, and Sulphur Springs are 
vibrant small towns with many events throughout the year.  Particularly, the fall is a fun time 
full of many things to do.

TALL TREE AS A GATED COMMUNITY 

 

Tall Tree has three entrances regarded as the North Gate (Whispering Pines), South Gate 
(Red Oak), and the Main Gate (Cypress Creek).  For property owners, entry to all is 
accessible by remote transmitters purchased at the office.  Exit is accomplished by 
approaching any gate slowly so as to activate the sensor to the gate operator. 

Entry by visitors is by a keypad located at the Main Gate using the property owner’s private 
code. To use the DoorKing system, please follow this simple step below: 

Entry by private code is first established by providing the office with a four-digit code that will 
be unique to you.  A visitor may then gain entry at the Main Gate by using the keypad and 
first pressing the four-digit code followed by the # sign.  A tone will be heard, and the gate will 
open.
